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I. Getting Started
1. First, create a new folder in the Documents folder with your name.
2. With the camera turned off connect it to your PC using the “firewire” cable.

3. Connect the camera to an adapter seeing that during editing your batteries might die on you.

4. From the Start menu click Programs then select Windows Movie Maker. 
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II. Capturing and Importing Video
5. Turn on camera to Play (VCR). When the video capture wizard opens up.
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6. Type in the name of your project and locate the destination folder; the one you created in the beginning.
7. When finished click next and select the format in which you’ll want to capture your video.
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· Note: with the Digital Video – Audio-Video Interleaved (DV-AVI) you get a better quality and you can edit your video using any video editing software. The major draw back of this format is that it takes up 178MB for every minute of footage captured
·  The other format is Windows Media Video9 (WMV9), this format confines you to use only windows movie maker as your editing software; however it captures your footage using only 14MB for every minute of tape.
·  So which do you choose?
if you’re capturing a short section of video, like about 10min or less the DV-AVI format is recommended. But if you conscious of hard-drive space and your footage is lengthy you might want to opt for the WMV9 format. In that event don’t use the recommended settings; instead start with the highest quality source video before you begin editing called “high quality.”
8. So from the drop down menu select high quality (large) and click next.

9. From the Capture Method screen select capture parts of the tape manually and click next. See figure II.1
10. From the Capture Video screen, rewind your tape to the point you’ll like to start capturing, check the box to create clips when wizard finishes. See figure II.2
11. When you have the tape in the right place hit play and then the start capture button.

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12. When you’re finished capturing click the Finish and get ready to have a little fun editing your footage.
III. Video Editing 
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13. Now preview your clips by clicking once on any clip and then click play from the monitor controls.

14. If you want to cut a clip at any position you can do so by either clicking on the split button form the monitor control or press Ctrl + L while at that particular position.

15. You can do the same to another part of the selected clip or another one.

16. After you’ve decided on the order of you clips place them on the storyboard/Timeline in the selected order. 


Note: To toggle between storyboard and Timeline click the show storyboard / show time button.

17. This is accomplished by simply dragging and dropping them in the desired ordered. 
18. If for some reason a clip is too long either at 
the beginning or at the end you can use the handle on either side to trim the clip.
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Note: There are two types of effects for video; it’s either video effect which is applied to the clip itself. And then you have transition effect which is applied to transition from one clip to the next.
· Applying Effects

19. Applying video effects: 

· Click on the down arrow from the location bar and select video effects and the different effects will appear in the video clip pane.

· Drag the desired effect and drop it on the video clip of your choice.

20. Applying transition effects:

· Again click on the down arrow in the location bar and select video transitions and they’ll appear in the video clip pane.

· Drag the desired effect and place it between the two clips and drop it into place.

Notes: To remove video transition select the transition cell right-click and click delete. As for video effect right-click on the star and select delete. 
· Adding titles or credits 
21. From the task pane select Make titles or credits. 

22. From the where you want to add title? page click on the desired link.

23. In the Enter Text for Title page, type your text and click done or for more editing options click change the title animations or the change text font and color link.

IV. Saving your Project 
24. Click File -> Save Project
25. Click File -> Save Movie File [image: image8.png]Movie Locaton )
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26. Select My Computer and go next.

27. Type movie name and select the folder you created in the beginning. 
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28. In the Movie Settings select “high quality video“ (large)
29. Click next and Movie Maker will start creating your edited movie.
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
